Due to the status as the high school band, they mainly play at school events and ceremonies, but frequently invited to present concerts by communities of local and from outside Tokyo.

They are invited to play at the National Competition of High School Brass Bands every summer where they win gold prizes most of the times.

From the year of 1987 when Mo. Masato Suzuki had become the permanent conductor of the band, the band had expanded to total of 94 members including junior and high school students.

With 5 words of “etiquette”, “greetings”, “gratuity”, “concentration” and “endeavor”, we make our motto “band is our family”, “our heart as one” and “do better endeavor than anyone in the country”.

In the past few years, they have won best prizes at the prestigious competitions.

For this year the prizes are: Gold at the Tokyo Metropolitan Brassband Competition, and nominated as best 10 in the All State, and the Finest prize at the Tokyo Ensemble Competition.
